Fleadh Programme Cover Design Competition

· Artwork submitted should be no larger than A4 and no smaller than A5. 

· No signatures may appear on the front of the design. Place your name and school or Comhaltas branch on the back of the page.  A completed entry form must be signed and submitted with the artwork.
